Student Drop Off - Beat the traffic and the buses by dropping your child off starting at 7:30 a.m., 

and by 7:40 a.m. Students can go directly to their classrooms and prepare for their school day. After 

school, we need your help arriving at your designated time to help move our car line along quicker.

Student Pick up – Please be sure to have your yellow card, with your child’s name and teacher, 

visible in your car window at pick up time.  The line will move much quicker if the cards are visible.
